My mie tool Experience!
Sandra Johal, Communications & Information Officer,  EM IEP
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Last month, I attended a mietool training session, put on by 
EM IEP free of charge. I was joined by colleagues from 
different local authorities across the region - who were all 
keen to learn more about mietool and see what it could do 
for them.

mietool is a major new resource for local authorities. It is 
designed to help you measure the efficiency impacts of 
projects and to provide data for the new efficiency 
Performance Indicator. It also helps you plan and measure 
the improvement value of your projects, both to your 
authority and to your community, against all 198 new 
national Performance Indicators.

The trainer was excellent and very knowledgeable. She 
provided us with a good balance of training, exercises and 
plenty of time to get some hands on experience with the 
Mietool itself.  We had the choice of either bringing along a 
project of our own to measure or choose one that she 
provided. 

We used the mietool software (which is basically a bespoke 
and sophisticated Excel spreadsheet) by inputting various

figures relating to the cost of implementing the 
project. Although it took a while to input the figures 
and ensure they were correct, it was exciting to see 
the analysis it conjures up at the end to give you 
the value of the saving you had made.

The session not only taught us how to use mietool, 
but gave us a free CD containing the software to 
take back to your council and share with colleagues 
…a win-win situation in my view! 

mietool is available to all local authorities free of 
charge but to get the best from it, it is 
recommended that representatives from your 
authority attend a training course. Look out for

Achievement Awards
Last month we reported the regional winners and 
finalists of the 2009 MJ Local Government Awards.

LGA Hamper Winner
Congratulations go to the winner of the national 
RIEP stand competition winner of a Bettys hamper 
(Harrogate’s famous tea shop) - Councillor Bill, 
Leader of Hinckley and Bosworth Borough Council.

Diversity Award for Fire and Rescue
Lincolnshire Fire and Rescue has won a national 
award for its work in keeping migrant workers safe
from fire. The Communities and Local Government 
Equality and Diversity Award was given to the
Community Fire Protection Team on 12 May. It 
recognises the team’s efforts to reach out to non-
English speaking residents, including its partnership 
work with district councils, which has allowed fire
and rescue personnel to gain access to shared houses 
to carry out fire safety inspections.

Countryside access brings top award
The county council has won an award for its work to 
improve people’s access to the countryside. The
council came top in the Best Consultation and 
Community Involvement category of Natural England’s 
Rights of Way Improvement Plan Awards. The 
Countryside Access Team accepted the award given in 
recognition of the council’s role in improving walking, 
cycling and horse riding opportunities around
Lincolnshire – and involving the local community in its 
work.

National award for anti-counterfeiting 
enforcement
Lincolnshire’s Trading Standards Team won a 
second prestigious national award at the national 
Anti-Counterfeiting Group (ACG) for their excellence 
in anti-counterfeiting enforcement work.

Lincolnshire County Council’s winning awards!
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The EM IEP is currently establishing an exciting new 
regional project on Equalities and Diversity aimed at 
supporting local authorities in their understanding of their 
Equality Duty. The CLG have provided £70K (ring fenced) for 
this project and the EM IEP will be working closely with the 
IDeA Equalities Team to deliver workshops to support and 
develop officers and members understanding of the 
responsibilities of the new Equalities Act, with more targeted 
support where needed. 

The new Equality Bill announced in the Queens Speech on 
3rd December 2008 is being used to strengthen protection, 
advance equality and simplify the law. This Bill places a new 
equality duty in public bodies, with existing duties extended 
to gender reassignment, age, sexual orientation and religion 
or belief.  

The Regional Equalities Project which EM IEP are 
developing is in the research/ development stage at the 
moment. We are currently using a survey to gain some high 
level information from each of our 46 Local Authorities 
regarding Equality work in their organisation.

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Join the big Care debate

We know that England’s care and support system 
needs to reform in order to meet the demands of our 
changing society. We are living longer and we have 
higher expectations of what public services will provide 
for us. There are more older people, more disabled 
people and more people with mental health conditions 
requiring support, many of them will need care for 
longer. As a result, the current care and support 
system will face increasing costs.

Radical reform is needed, to respond to these 
pressures as well as to address the concerns that
people have told us they have with the current system.

So, on 14th July the Government launched the Green 
Paper, Shaping the Future of Care Together,
which suggests ways we can improve the care and 
support system in England, both in the way it is
delivered and funded. We want to create a system for 
the future that is fairer, simple to understand
and more affordable for everyone

There will now be a period of public consultation until 
the 13th November. During this time we will be 
running a series of local events across the country at 
which the issues raised in the Green Paper will be 
discussed in detail.

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The evolved version of PRINCE2® 2009, 
including a revolutionary new handbook of 
projects, has been launched.

PRINCE2™ - one of the first PPM methodologies 
and tools to be adopted as a "recommended 
standard" has been refreshed and relaunched. 

Following extensive public consultation and 
review, the method has evolved to address issues 
seen in the modern project environment while 
retaining its core value of being a universal 
method that can be applied to any project 
regardless of type, scale, culture or 
geography.

The Audit Commission has published Is there 
something I should know? Making the most of your 
information to improve services. 

This study looks at how councils use information to 
make decisions. It encourages chief executives, senior 
officers and lead members in particular to be more 
demanding about the information they seek and use 
when making decisions. The report also suggests ways 
to improve in both these areas. 

The Audit Commission’s research found that 
councillors report that they receive lengthy reports that 
don’t contain the information they need. Less than 5 
per cent of councils have excellent quality data and 65 
per cent face problems sharing data externally. 

With tough financial times ahead, councils say they 
know they need to act now to improve the quality of  
their data. Nine out of ten councils say they think good 
quality information is a top priority. 

Almost 80 per cent of councils say that a lack of in-depth 
analysis is a major problem. But their analysts spend 
around twice as much time on producing routine reports 
as on value-added analysis. 

The study is supported by a number of practical tools 
including: a self assessment framework, case studies 
and decision making guides around hot topics, 
checklists for elected members and diaries for analysts 
and a resource mapping tool.

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Local Economic Assessments -
IDeA/ PAS draft guidance available

The IDeA and PAS are pleased to announce the posting 
of the first draft of the sector led guidance on economic 
assessments.

This has been developed by consultants (Rocket 
Science and Globe Regeneration) working with an 
action learning set of 17 local authorities. It has been 
prepared in liaison with many partner organisations, 
including ONS and CLG, and provides a detailed and 
comprehensive “how to” guide to undertaking local 
economic assessments. 

The IDeA recommend local authorities to start work on 
their assessments before the Duty commences, which is 
likely to be April 2010, and this will help them to do so 
alongside any regional support. The Government's draft 
statutory guidance is expected to be issued for 
consultation this week on the CLG website.

New Routes to Better Outcomes – part 2: a 
practioners handbook is a companion publication with 
information on 20 different approaches and methodologies, 
currently being used by local partnerships in the UK in 
implementing LAAs and developing LSP capacity.

The first publication gives valuable insights into current 
Government thinking, including discussion at the May 
conference on the prospects for the current national 
performance framework following a General Election. The 
second publication will be of particular value to LSP managers 
and policy or performance leads, and all those at the front line
of LAA delivery.

A further publication on two-tier working, Working Together 
in Two and Three Tier areas , outlines the findings and 
recommendations from research commissioned to OPM during 
08/09, which looked at the barriers to effective two and three 
tier working and proposes solutions.
