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Move to harmonise parking practices across London set to drive down costs of running parking services 
Motorists’ complaints that parking practices are inconsistent across London could be a thing of the past if all London local authorities join a ground-breaking initiative that could revolutionise parking across the capital.
Parking chiefs from the Central London authorities have called on their counterparts in the rest of London to join the Partnerships in Parking (PiP) project in a bid to improve motorists’ experience of parking and drive down the costs of running parking services.
Partnerships in Parking is a partnership funded by the London Centre of Excellence, led by Westminster City Council and to date includes Islington, Kensington and Chelsea, Camden, Lambeth, the City of London and Transport for London.

The call was made at a London-wide launch held today (22 November) for the capital’s local authorities. Hosted by the London Centre of Excellence, they heard that parking equipment, controls and practices could be harmonised across all London authorities and considerable savings could be made on the joint procurement of equipment and services.

Parking For example, state-of-the-art Chip & PIN machines have already been tested in Central London. By rolling these out across London, motorists would see a more consistent approach wherever they park while local authorities themselves would benefit from lower parking services costs. Similarly, new enforcement notices will be launched shortly which will be easier to understand and pay.
Director of the London Centre of Excellence, Ken Cole, said, "This is an excellent example of transforming the customer experience of a service while at the same time generating substantial efficiency gains for the local authorities. Through the power of collaboration, Partnerships in Parking is offering councils a unique opportunity and I would strongly encourage them to take it.” 
Stephen Lawrenson, Partnerships in Parking Programme Director, said, “There have been growing calls to tackle inconsistencies in parking across London, whether it’s the type of parking equipment or the difficulty in understanding parking notices. This project will ensure much greater consistency over time but ultimately its success will be determined by how many councils join in.”
