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IMPLEMENTING TRANSFORMING GOVERNMENT PROCUREMENT

This is the first in a series of letters that I plan supporting the implementation of Transforming Government Procurement, which said that OGC will set out the procurement standards departments need to meet and demand departmental collaboration when buying common goods and services.  

OGC is working with Commercial Directors across Whitehall and other key stakeholders to ensure that pan-government collaborative procurement strategies are implemented for categories of common spend that offer the greatest opportunities.  Four early pilots are underway in Energy (MoD sponsor), Fleet (NHS PaSA sponsor), Travel and Office Solutions (both OGCbuying.solutions sponsor).  

While these strategies are being developed and implemented OGC has been working with commercial colleagues in government to identify a number of commercial arrangements for common commodities that are immediately available for use by all departments and which OGC judges to offer value for money.  I attach as annexes details of 13 current commercial arrangements available to government departments, which have been put in place following EU-compliant procurement exercises.   Excluding procurement through Government Procurement Cards, total public sector spend on the categories covered by these arrangements is £7.5bn.

By using EU-compliant deals such as these, there is no need to undertake full EU procurement exercises, releasing resources to other priority areas. You will, of course, need to satisfy yourself that you are complying with all necessary regulatory requirements.  In most cases, departments will also benefit from the services of a dedicated contract management team, providing regular management information, and resolving any supplier relationship issues that may arise, again reducing pressure on departmental resources.

I shall assume that you are using or plan to use the arrangements set out in the annexes to this letter or are prepared to explain why not.  

This letter will be published on OGC’s website at www.ogc.gov.uk where details of new deals will also be published as they become available together with other statements of policy.

I am sending copies of this letter to Wednesday morning colleagues, members of OGC’s Chief Executive’s Procurement Advisory Group, the Strategic Stakeholder Forum, the Commodities Steering Group and Sir John Bourn.

The arrangement is one of the first pan-government deals to enable departments to meet both the VfM and Sustainability objectives.  It contains only recycled paper grades, ensuring minimum compliance with the mandatory Quick Wins products standard announced in March by ministers in the Sustainable Procurement Action Plan.  The standards are to be mandatory, with SDC providing scrutiny.
