1 Summary of next steps
· Cabinet Office to produce a short overview of PSN, a transition guide, timeframes and a series of case studies by the end of July, although some will be available earlier.
· Buying Solutions to hold a workshop in June with representatives from East Midlands’ authorities, discussing potential framework agreements.
· Co-ordinating Group to be established, with a small number of representatives from the region to liaise with the Cabinet Office on developments.

· Workshop on PSN to be held in September to engage corporate leaders and transformation leads within authorities.

· Work to be undertaken to collate a list of when relevant authority contracts are going to be let.

· Technical questions to be sent to Merlin Tinker (merlin.tinker@nottscc.gov.uk) and answered by Geoff Hall from the Cabinet Office.

· Requirement for a cost/benefit analysis / business case, a timetable for implementation and an indication of costs for authorities.
· Requirement to establish mechanisms for supporting local authorities and enabling peer support.
